Subject Pronouns
A subject pronoun is exactly what it sounds like: a pronoun that 
takes the place of a noun as the subject of a sentence. Remember, 
a sentence’s subject is the person or thing that performs the 
action of a verb. 

Example
Noun: Ms. Briggs-Hale walks his dog.

Subject Pronoun: He walks his dog.
